 Grade entry form & guidelines 

• Artwork must be original and completed in the last year.  

• Artwork must not have been exhibited before in an earlier Mary Hoard Art Show. 

• All 2-D entries must be matted with matboard or construction paper, but not framed.  

• Work must weigh less than two pounds and be no larger than 18 by 24 inches, including 
the matboard. 

• Digitally produced artwork will be entered in the 2-D category. 

• 3-D work ( 6-8 grades only ) must sit level and be no larger than 2 ft. x 2 ft. x 6 
ft. tall and not weigh more than 40 pounds.  

• commercial kits, patterns or components such as paint-by-number kits 
• copies of published materials such as coloring sheets  
• copyrighted images including licensed cartoon characters such as Spider Man
